Using This Template

1. Cut out each shape and layer the pages by number 
with 1 being the first page you lay down, then 2 on top, 
etc.

2. Add the cover with your student’s name and picture on 
top and staple the book together.  

3. You can also use this flipbook as a notebook activity by 
gluing page 1 down first. Then layer the others on top 
securing with glue as you go.
