. Choose a worksheet for your students. This resource is designed so that

you can use the sheets with mixed groups. Your students will work on the
same worksheet but may be targeting different sounds or word positions.

Give each student a copy of the worksheet and a copy of their target
words in the matching design.

Your students can color and cut out the different parts of the worksheet
and stick it into their notebook. The SLP moves around the group and
takes data as they practice their words.

When H’ley have comp|e+eo| their drill, the student can cut apart the
pictures and add some or all of them to their notebook page. This also
allows the activity to be expanded to phrase or sentence level e.g. “Fish on

hook” or “The girl is holding the ball.”
